The dedication to this delightful
well in Broughton reads :

THIS WELL Made in the
drought of 1921 was given to
BROUGHTON by

JOHN TRUDE FRIPP
in memory of his son

Lt JOHN TRUDE FRIPP
who was killed in action in the
great war at LOOS October 1915
Requiescat in pace.

The well was formally handed
over to the village by Sir Alfred
D. Fripp in October 1926 and
unveiled by his wife. As part
of the village’s celebration of
the millennium, the well was
scrupulously restored to its
pristine state.

It is ironical, given the state

of things in 1921, that this
photograph was taken as last
year’s floods in North Hampshire
and Oxfordshire had just reached
their peak
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
